To tutaj przez 4 godziny odpoczywat Na-
poleon Bonaparte po bitwie z wojskami koalicji
prusko-rosyjskiej pod Ignalinem. To w tym zamku
przez kilka lat mieszkat Mikotaj Kopernik, ktéry
w chtodnych murach rezydenc;ji biskupéw praco-
wat nad swojg teorig heliocentryczng. Po tym,
gdy zamek pod koniec XVIII wieku zaczat popa-
dac w ruine, zaczeli go odwiedza¢ poszukiwacze
skarbéw. Jedna z legend gtosi, ze pewnemu
$miatkowi zgasta pochodnia i przez kilka dni tutat
sie po podziemiach. Pomogta mu tajemnicza bia-
ta dama, ktéra ukazata mu sie po kilku dniach
tutaczki i powiedziata, gdzie sg kosztownosci.
Dzi$ zamkiem opiekuje sie Muzeum Warmii
i Mazur. Krok po kroku kolejne pomieszczenia sg
odnawiane i dostosowywane do potrzeb oséb
Z niepetnosprawnosciami. Powstajg sale eduka-
cyjne z nowymi ekspozycjami. Odtworzone zo-
stang ogrody biskupie, a mur obronny przejdzie
swoisty lifting. Wszystko po to, by przywroci¢
zamkowi dawny blask.

Pomaga w tym wszystkim dofinansowanie z Fun-
duszy Norweskich i EOG, czyli ze specjalnej puli
pieniedzy przyznanej przez Islandig, Liechten-
stein i Norwegie nowym cztonkom UE, w tym Pol-
sce.

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In Lidzbark Warminski, the castle of Warmia

ENG | pishops, who served there for almost 450

years, tells its 600-year history. It was here
that Napoleon Bonaparte rested for 4 hours after
the battle with the troops of the Prussian-Russian
coalition at Ignalin. It was in this castle that Nico-
laus Copernicus lived for several years, working
on his heliocentric theory. When the castle start-
ed falling into disrepair at the end of the 18th cen-
tury, treasure hunters began to visit it. One of the
legends says that one of the daredevils had to
wander the castle cellars for several days, be-
cause his torch went out. He was helped by
a mysterious white lady who appeared to him af-
ter a few days of wandering and told him where
the valuables were.

Today, the castle is looked after by the Museum
of Warmia and Masuria. Step by step, subse-
quent rooms are being renovated and adapted to
the needs of people with disabilities. Educational
rooms with new exhibitions are being created.
The bishops' gardens will be restored, and the
defensive wall will undergo a kind of facelifting.
The aim of these activities is to restore the castle
to its former splendor.

All this is helped by co-financing from the EEA
and Norway Grants — money granted by Iceland,
Liechtenstein and Norway to new EU members,
including Poland. The works will last until Octo-
ber 2023, but even now it is worth seeing this
pearl of Gothic architecture with your own eyes.
Maybe a white lady will visit you, too?
